Review of Minutes:  Minutes from 7/20/10 meeting reviewed and approved.


Board Report:

President (Mary Jane Ruppert):



CMS to report 8 HACs data on the Hospital Compare website (including vascular cath and CA-UTI).  



APIC opposes the use of administrative data for reporting infections while having hospitals also report to NHSN 



data in another format.  This will lead to confusion among all stakeholders.



APIC responded to prospective payment system and value-based purchasing.  Patients receiving care for an 



infection from in multiple clinics or medical offices and compliance with home instructions remain a major 




challenge.  Encouraged CMS to develop a definition of an episode of care in order to attribute accountability.  




The CDC updated their guidelines on Influenza prevention.  The AHA urges the CDC to encourage unions to 



support flu immunizations for HCWs.  There is a conflict in the length of isolation recommendations for flu 




Droplet precautions.




American Academy of Pediatrics and SHEA both recommend required annual flu shots for HCWs.




FDA Alert:  There has been a progressive increase in BBP transmission from shared fingerstick devices and 



point-of-care devices.  Recommended single patient devices and if sharing P.O.C. equipment, should be 




disinfected between uses.

APIC supports CMSs decision to not require Ambulatory Care Center quality data reporting in 2011.  




APIC  recommend CMS continue to delay the addition of quality reporting until IPPS questions including 




preventability, unintended consequences, coding accuracy, burden and effect on healthcare costs are 




resolved. 




The AHA letter to CDC strongly supports the revisions made to the influenza prevention guidelines.  




Applauded their efforts, but states CDC needs to respond quicker when science and clinical experience 




demonstrates and supports updated recommendations. The AHA also states the CDC should support 




mandatory vaccination.




APIC sent letter to CDC supporting facemask use to protect against influenza transmission during 





non-aerosol generating procedures.  APIC also notes isolation discrepancy of 5 days (HICPAC) vs. 7 days (CDC).

ODH-ICG for Public Reporting (Carolyn Wieging and Colleen Abrams): Colleen Abrams attended the August ODH-


ICG meeting.  Goal is to align with national measures whenever possible, i.e. NHSN as well as keep it consumer friendly.  


Changes for next year:   On website, clarify if 100% is best or if low is best.  Group hospitals by size and explain varying 


types of hospitals (teaching vs. non-teaching).  Additional possible measures include CLABSIs and CAUTIs (not VAPs at 


this time).


ODH Director’s Advisory Mtg on EID’s (Carolyn Wieging):



APIC Headquarters Rep for Homecare & Hospice (Mary Jane Ruppert): APIC has supported hospitals and 


ambulatory care, now moving to homecare. “Hospital Bed of the Future.” Hard to benchmark homecare.  APIC to publish white 

paper on home care needs. 12 States are looking at decreasing funding for LTC from 75% to 25% and increasing funding for 


homecare from 25% to 75%.  Once 15 States show interest, the Federal government will look at it.
