E-Update Highlights: 





Press release announced:  Barriers to hospital adoption of CRBSI prevention practices.  Half of the 2,075 




respondents agreed the CRBSIs continue to be a problem in their facilities and cite lack of time, resources and 



commitment of hospital leadership as hindering their ability to combat these infections more aggressively.  Half 



also said they spend too much time on surveillance activities and do not have enough time to do proper training 



of staff or to enforce policies.





The US Dept of HHS will distribute grants totaling $305.9 million to help hospitals and other healthcare 




organizations strengthen the medical capacity across the nation.  Ohio to receive just over $14 million – this 




money to be used for emergency response activities.
