Legislative Representative: (Mary Jane for Sue LaPointe – information from Nancy Hailpern, APIC AD Gov. Affairs)



There is nothing infection-related going on in the Ohio state legislature at this point.



Congress is in the process of developing its FY 2011 appropriations bills.  APIC submitted testimony 



to the House and Senate Appropriations Committee to let them know what programs are important to 



infection prevention.  APIC members are asked to send letters to their legislators in support of 




funding via the “Take Action” section on the APIC website – www.apic.org -> Public Policy -> Take 



action, then scroll down and click on “Funding for Federal Infection Prevention Programs.”




CMS published the FY 2011 proposed changes to the hospital inpatient prospective payment system.  



There are no CMS proposed changes for HACs for the coming year.  CMS is proposing adding 3 




infection-related HACs to the Hospital Quality Data for Annual Payment Update (RHQDAPU) program 



for FY 2012.  The 3 are pressure ulcers stages III-IV, vascular catheter-associated infection and 




catheter associated UTI.  Additionally, CMS is proposing to include the use of NHSN data for payment 



purposes – for SSI and BSI beginning FY 2013.  APIC is in the process of preparing comments on the 



proposed rule that will be sent to CMS in mid-June.



Upcoming issues:  OSHA is in the exploratory phase of looking into the possibility of developing 




an infectious disease standard.  Development of this standard will likely be a multi-year process.   



Congress has reauthorized the Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Modernization Act.  This reinstates 



the notification provisions that were in the original Ryan White Act (requiring medical facilities to 




notify emergency responders if a patient that was transported to the facility tests positive for an 




infectious disease.  In addition, the new law requires HHS to develop a list of airborne infectious    



diseases that will require notification (there is no list yet).

NWO Chapter Spring Symposium ‘10: There are leftover folders with conference handouts available for anyone interested.  



Karen Christie described each speaker and topic.  The vendor’s response was positive.  The conference 




evaluations were briefly reviewed.  Suggestion made for next year to move the Chapter meeting on a date farther 



away from the Spring Symposium.
NEW BUSINESS: Discussed use of our APIC Chapter money.  Keep minimum balance at $8-10,000?  





Send more members to APIC national?  Send more members to smaller one/two day conferences?  If sent on 



scholarship, member would then report on conference to Chapter. Bring in a “big name” speaker – so all members would 


directly benefit? Suggestions made to bring in a speaker from long term care or ambulatory care section, ODH or KeyPro. 



Coordinate speakers with other Chapters?  Provide contact hours?  Form an Educational Planning Committee to help the 


host hospital organize meetings, apply for C.E., secure conference room, flight, hotel, speaker, bring in vendors (6-10) 


etc. This committee would plan the upcoming year’s meetings.  It is noted that the NE Chapter holds this type of large 


quarterly meeting and charges members $25 per meeting. 



Open discussion on ways to improve Chapter participation:




Provide more opportunities for networking?   Make personal phone calls to members?  Make it worth the trip – have 



speaker for 2-3 hours?  Change meetings to quarterly?  Offer C.E.s?  (Our Chapter owns a C.E. CD)  Purchase/set-up 


webinars as a group?  Members agree there are several complicating issues surrounding all suggestions.  Discussion to 


continue.




NWO APIC mugs:  Notified members that board members voted via email (between the May meeting and the Spring 



Symposium) to have more mugs made in time to sell at the Spring Symposium (April 28th).  36 mugs were screen printed 


with the Chapter logo at a total cost of $199.13 ($3.30 per mug).  The price per mug is lower than the initial mug order a 


couple of years ago.  TheBoard then voted via email to reduce the sale price of the mugs from $10 to $5 each. Mugs may 


be given as token gifts to first-time CIC certifiers or guest speakers, or purchased by members.  A “mug tracking sheet” 


has been initiated to keep track of inventory.
