Board Report:



President (Carolyn Wieging): 
From the APIC Leadership Call on March 17:

Katrina Crist MBA has been named APIC’s new CEO.

Vision 2012 may be changed to Vision 2020. APIC is revising the strategic plan and wants to involve APIC members.


An important APIC undertaking this year is the plan to make some radical changes to the Website to make it more user-friendly. 

Only about 25% of APIC members are certified (CIC).  Want to increase this number. 

Membership goals were surpassed in 2010. Saw a 7.5% growth in APIC memberships and are surveying those who choose not to renew to find out why not renewing. Total 2011 APIC members: 14,443.

Had 200 K revenue last year, but budgeted for zero this year and think we will actually be in the red by the end of the year.

Sent out a 2011 Membership survey and results will be reported in June at the annual conference.

Increased attendance for the Annual Conference, with a 51% increase in abstract submissions. EPI course attendance is up about 33% this year. 

Send in ideas, best practices, success stories to editor@apic.org. They will write up an article, take pictures, and feature in an APIC publication.  

Recent resources made available include “I believe in zero CLABSIs” website; Infection Prevention Competency Review Guide, 4th edition; Cost calculator to help demonstrate need for IC and prevention of HAIs.  

A new public relations email  is being sent to APIC leaders by Liz Garman.  Highlights what is happening in the country r/t IC and links to where APIC has been mentioned in the news. Will forward to local APIC members.

From APIC E-News:

HHS released “Partnering to Heal: Teaming up against HAIs”, an Interactive video which allows viewers to become one of 5 characters – MD and hospital administrator; RN; IP; pt. family member; 3rd yr. med student. Each is able to make decisions that impact infection health risks and view results of decisions and learn from the outcomes. Tami Binger has accessed and found it helpful.

Call for Candidates for APIC and CBIC national positions including APIC president-elect, secretary, board of directors, and nominating and awards committee. For CBIC: directors (1 must be MD, 1 IP from Canada and 3 others)

HHS released “Viral Hepatitis Plan”. APIC Anywhere – look for “Infection Prevention in Hemodialysis Settings” course.NHSN Annual Report for device-associated modules was recently released and will also be in June AJIC. CDC – updated Norovirus Guideline released. Bedbug webinar – May 18 – archived. Electronic Faucets – APIC and ASHE issued a joint statement – SHEA meeting report that these faucets were linked to higher rates of Legionella.  The statement points out limitations of the study and cited other studies which found that these faucets were not a source of bacteria.

President Elect (Collen Abrams): 


HB197:  The new director is Dr. Ted Wymslo. Plan for validation at present is a CIC from ODH would validate 

if the thealthcare facility accurately identifies patients that meet NHSN criteria for healthcare 



associated lab id’d MRSA and MSSA bacteremia. There will be a validation toolkit, it is in a draft 



stage. The ODRS system is now available for infection control professionals and labs to submit reportable 

diseases to ODH. This is being strongly 
encouraged.Check with your local health department. This may 


eventually become a requirement. CLABSI reporting issue is that for adult ICUs with pediatric patients, for 

ODH, line days need to be counted for both > and < 18 y.o. The HMAC (hospital measures advisory council) 

meets next in March 2012. Although the ICG will not meet until after that, they will continue to work on the 

validation kit. Read definitions carefully for Ohio Hospital Compare, timeframes for data and reporting is 


different.

Total ending balance ytd 14,473.95. Receipts from spring conference $2355 from registration, $3845 from 

vendors, $180 from dues, and $35 from cookbook and mug sales. Conference expenses were $2214 and 

included poster, honorariums, Premier catering, $36 for recognition, and a refund to Andrea Cropcha due to 

double payment from organization and individual.
