President (Carolyn Wieging):


APIC Leadership Call will occur March 17.


National APIC call for mandatory annual influenza immunization as condition of employment for health 



care workers. Voluntary vaccination programs have not been effective.


Two national recalls of Triad products; alcohol prep pad and lubricating jelly contaminated with Bacillus cereus,


must state “sterile”.



Monogram “Tdap vaccination strategies for adolescents and adults, including health care personnel 


recommendations” recently released from the Joint Commission. Recommends Tdap for HCW who work with


infants <12 months of age, and new moms and others who will be around infants.



“I believe in Zero CLABSIs” website now open, toolkit for CLABSI prevention and monthly updates.



HHS announced $750 million investment in prevention and public health. Four priorities are: 



community prevention, clinical prevention, public health infrastructure, and research and tracking.



HHS news release on a strategic plan to advance vaccine and immunization. HHS awards contracts to develop new 



flu vaccine technology, make them more quickly, develop an alternative to the current egg method.



APIC launches International Infection Prevention Week chapter grant program of $2500 grants to host an infection 

prevention activity during IP week.



The annual SHEA meeting will be held in Dallas April 1-4.


The new MRSA Elimination Guide, 2nd ed. is available as a download through the APIC website. There are 



a total of 12 elimination guides on the website. 



APIC Research Committee survey to available to evaluate research topics by assigning them with a current



priority status. Survey is accessible through a link on an email sent by APIC on March 1. Could win a free one-year 

subscription to APIC Text online (up to 50 winners).



CDC “Vital Signs” report showed a 58% decrease in CLABSIs occurring in ICUs in 2009 copared to 2001. 



Reported that work still needs to be done in non-critical ares, including out patient and ambulatory areas.



The report highlighted hemodialysis centers where central lines are used. 



On March 2 the CDC released the national and state-specific Standardized Infection Ration (SIR) reports



for HAIs. Show stead progress in HAI prevention efforts. 



President Elect (Colleen Abrams): 


There is a new CDC guide for Norovirus.


HB 197 report (packet available in meeting). Hospital reporting results are on the Ohio Hospital Compare website. 

Next meeting is May 27. 



There is a new hospital performance manual and inputting user manual available online.



One important change is CABG – chest and elsewhere, need to carefully read definitions.



Influenza vaccination rate was changed to include all HCW. 



ODH is planning on validating the data hospitals submit. Plan is to randomly visit hospitals, initially looking



only at MRSA bloodstream infection rates. They would meet with the lead infection prevention staff, lab to pull 


MRSA cases, medical records to pull cases via coding and then apply NHSN criteria. 


There will be a brochure for consumers clarifying definitions for the Ohio Hospital Compare website (i.e.covering 


interpretation of results: some categories high numbers are desirable, in others high numbers are undesirable).

Appropriations for federal programs are undecided.



APIC is concerned about effect on CDC programs related to the HAI action plan and NHSN. Fiscal year 



2011 appropriations bills are not passed. Currently continuing the previous year’s funding. Across the 



board cuts for all discretionary funding may occur, unknown what the specific cuts will be. 



APIC submitted comments to NIOSH on the list of potentially life threatening infectious diseases to 



add pertussis.



APIC submitted comments to the HHS offices of the National Coordinator for Health Information 



Technology on the meaningful use of HER and financial incentives.  Comment would move HAI surveillance




to a Quality reporting core requirement (from optional consideration), and move incentives from 2015-2016 to 



2013-2014.



APIC submitted comments to CMS concerning the hospital based purchasing rule requesting further explanation 


of the current requirement by CMS and data collection via NHSN, and removal of HAI related measures from the 



HAC (particularly vascular catheter associated infections and catheter associated urinary tract infections).



CMS released a proposed rule to extend the Medicare HAC non-reimbursement policy to Medicaid. APIC is reviewing 



and drafting a response.



The National HAI Action Plan Tier Two modules have updates in infection prevention in ASC and ESRD facilities



and healthcare personnel influenza immunization. 


WebMaster (Mary Reilly): No report.


Recognition Committee (Kathy Ball): No report.

Medmind), sharing of information



through postings and meetings, drills (HICS0, spoke to nurse about how they would know about isolation 



(they use “Ticket to Ride”), patient education on isolation, use of multi-dose vials in hemodialysis (can’t use),




spoke to housekeeper about contact times for chemicals.
