E Update:

· APIC 2012 Registration starts in December.

· New competency review available online for CBIC exam for $295 for APIC members, book and course are identical. Corresponds to 7 content areas of the exam.
· APIC and the Association for the Healthcare Environment are partnering to strengthen the relationship between IPs and EVS to improve patient outcomes and reduce infections. There is a joint education campaign (Clean Spaces, Healthy Patients) that will provide free educational resources, training material and other solutions. 

· CDC and the American Academy of Pediatrics have a revised recommendation for the pertussis vaccine: all health care workers receive Tdap regardless of age, all adults including over the age of 65, who have contact with infants; single dose of Tdap to children 7-10 years who were under-vaccinated or have an incomplete vaccination history; Ohio-Tdap booster on entering 7th grade.
· Joint Commission: R3 Report provides details new requirements for using evidence based practices for CAUTI prevention in 2012 for full implementation  in 2013.

· Resources on  national influenza vaccination week  (12/4-12/12) are available on the CDC website
· September had a multistate outbreak of Listeria, none in Ohio but some in our surrounding states. PreventInfection.org focused on ways to stay safe from Listeria and other food-borne illnesses. 
· APIC: will offer option to earn an MSN degree in Infection Prevention and Control specialization. 
· CDC: offers a new guide to decreasing infections in patient with cancer, “Basic Infection Control and Prevention Plan for Outpatient Oncology Settings”, to reduce the risk of life-threatening infections during chemo treatment. 
· FDA: issued instructions that the jet injector is not suitable for flu vaccines; FluZone may be having more side effects due to strength of dosage. 

· AJIC: noted that MDR-AB was found in 48% of patients colonized or infected with Acinetobacter. 

· APIC: Building Bridges offers free educational resources to promote positive patient outcomes, 3 offerings winter 2012- cleaning the environment, Zero CLABSI, and Infection prevention in the lab.

· EPI course registration is open for 2012 , and also Ambulatory Surgery Centers CMS Conditions of Coverage course.
· Tools for antibiotic resistance issues available November 14-20 for “Get Smart about Antibiotics” week. 
· Memo from APIC: Non-sterile alcohol prep pads have been related to outbreaks, make sure prep pads state “Sterile”.
· CDC issued final notice on infectious disease exposure notification for emergency response employees. Includes guidelines for determination of exposures, notifications and a list of diseases. 
· APIC has redone their career center, and is updated the APIC website.

· There is a new infection prevention manual for Ambulatory Surgery and EC.
